Oppn partiesmeet EC over EVM concerns

Leaders of several Opposition
parties petitioned the Elec-
tion Commission (EC) on
Monday and demanded that
50 per cent of EVM results
should be cross-checked
with voter verifiable paper
audit trails (VVPATSs) before
declaring final Lok Sabha
election results.

Leaders of 23 political
parties met Chief Election
Commissioner Sunil Arora
and Election Commission-
er Ashok Lavasa, seeking
redressal of the issue of
alleged tampering of elec-
tronic voting machines
(EVMs) before Lok Sabha
polls.

Theleaders told the EC the
people of the country doubt-
ed the efficacy of EVMs and
this issue needs to be
redressed.

The EC said it has heard
the concerns of the parties
on theirdemandsrelated to
the counting of VVPAT slips
and assured them that the
issues raised would be “delib-
erated and examined”.

“While considering the
averments made by the polit-
ical parties, the Commis-
sion shall also keep in view

the pronouncements made
by the different courts as
well as the report expected
shortly from the Indian Sta-
tistical Institute on the sub-
ject, besides the overall
administrative and opera-
tional feasibility on the
ground, before firming up any
response,” the EC said in a
statement.

The Opposition parties
had earlier sought moving
back to the ballot paper sys-
tem, but after the EC cate-

gorically ruled it out, they
changed their strategy and
are now demanding match-
ing of results of 50 per cent
EVMs with VVPATs.

“We are writing to you in
most trying times. The times
when each and every insti-
tution built and strengthened
over decades, for safe-
guarding democracy and
the rule of law, is sought to
be subverted by those who
have scant respect for peo-
ple's will.

“In these trying and test-
ing times, we are writing to
you as members of an exalt-
ed constitutional institu-
tion, tasked with the respon-
sibility of ensuring free and
fair elections, which in turn
is the bedrock of democra-
cy and has repeatedly been
held to be part of the una-
mendable basic structure of
the Indian Constitution,”
according to a memoran-
dum signed by leaders of
all 23 parties, including Con-

“We have demanded that
be it Lok Sabha or assembly
elections, 50 per cent votes
be matched with paper trail
of votes and the EC should
not destroy the results of

VVPAT machines,” he said.

Naidu said 23 parties repre-
senting 69 per cent of the vot-
ers have met the EC.

“Even now they are count-
ingonly 1 per cent (of VVPAT).
We have demanded total
transparency. Even devel-
oped countries are using
ballot papers. But since there
isno time we have demand-
ed that 50 per cent VVPAT slips
be counted. For democracy,
for creating confidence, they
cando thatjob. Since every-
body is having a doubt it is
the duty of the Election Com-
mission to convince people
that it is undoubtable,” he
said.

Pleain HCtoprovide free
legal aid to Indians abroad

A plea has been moved in
the Delhi High Court seek-
ing directions to the Cen-
tre to frame a policy to pro-
vide free legal aid to Indi-
an citizens living abroad.

NGO Pravasi Legal Cell
filed the publicinterestlit-
igation claiming that India
has the world's largest dias-
poraaccording to the Unit-
ed Nations.

The petition claimed
that over 17 million people
borninIndia nowlive else-
where in the world and of
these, many are semi-skilled
and low-skilled workers.

“One of the biggest prob-
lems faced by such workers
is that they do not have
any knowledge about the
local laws or how their rights
are protected in such coun-
tries because of which they
face violation of their basic
rights on foreign land due
tolack of anylegal aid,” the
plea filed through advo-
cate Jose Abraham read.

The NGO also said in its
petition that the Union
Minister of State for Exter-
nal Affairs, in reply to a
query in the Lok Sabha,
had said that around 7,850
Indians are lodged in jails
abroad, with over 2,000 in
Saudi Arabia.

“Most of them are under
trials or victim of fraud.
Most of such cases against

Indian workers abroad could
have either been avoided or
saved from prosecution had
there been proper legal
assistance at the right time,”
the plea claimed.

The NGO said that under
Article 39-A of the Consti-
tution of India, the gov-
ernment has the duty to
provide free legal aid to its
citizens which would include
those “who cannot access
justice due to economic
and other disabilities while
living abroad”.

It has said that the objec-
tive can be achieved with the
support and assistance of
the Indian missions abroad.
