Holding that that the peti-
tion filed by the survivor is
legitimate and can be allowed
as per the law,the single
bench of]JusticeV RajaVija-
yaraghavan has issued orders
appointing the Ernakulam
special CBI court judge
Honey M Varghese to try
the actress assault case. The
HCalso directed to complete
the trial of the case in nine
months.

The actress has
approached the High Court
after the Ernakulam princi-
pal sessions court rejected
her petition in June last year.
She submitted in her peti-

woman judge.

Actor Dileep had moved
a petition in the HC raising
objections to changing the
court.

H’yana Budget reflects

failure of economy
under BJPrule: INLD

The Leader of the Opposi-
tion in Haryana Assembly
Abhay Singh Chautala said
the state budget for 2019-20
was a catalogue of mount-
ing debts and diminishing
capital expenditure.
Addressing a Press con-
ference, the Indian Nation-
al Lok Dal leader said, accord-
ingto the revised budget esti-
mate for the year 2018-2019,
the debtwas Rs One Lakh and
sixty-one thousand crore.
This has now risen to Rs
One lakh eighty thousand
crore in the present budget,
marking an increase of about
Rs 19 thousand crore.
Thus the accumulated
debt during the term of this
Bharatiya Janata Party gov-
ernment has risen to Rs
One lakh and nine thousand
crores. As aresult of this, the
state hasreached that stage
of bankruptcy whereitbor-
rows money from various
sources so as to pay the
interest on the earlierloans
and some principal amount.
Chautala added the bud-
getary allocation for the
agriculture sector has
exposed the hollow claims
of the BJP about being farmer
friendly. He said that from
lastyear's allocation of 12.22
per cent share for this sec-
tor, the current budget has

reduceditto 10.31per cent.
The capital expenditure for
this sector was revised to Rs
70 crore last year but now
it has been slashed to Rs 48
crore.

He said that capital expen-
diture is an indicator of the
development works that are
projected to take place. This
year's budget shows an
increase of only Rs 100 crore
over last year's budget but
considering the inflation
factor, this amount is actu-
allyless than whatitshould
have been.

Modi targets Congress at war memorial opening

Addressing a gathering of ex-
servicemen ahead of the inau-
guration of the National War
Memorial (NWM) here today,
Prime Minister Narendra
Modislammed the Congress
party for allegedly turning a
blind eye to the requirements
of armed forces in its eager-
ness to promote its "first
(Nehru-Gandhi) family" dur-
ingitslongtenure at the Cen-
tre.

PM Modi's comments
came amid pressure from
the Opposition on his gov-
ernment over its alleged
'faulty’ policy to deal with Pak-
istan and the menace of ter-
rorism in Kashmir besides the
mounting pressure to act
against the perpetrators of Pul-
wama terror attack.

The PM asked the gather-
inghow the previous Congress
dispensations had treated
them, addingrheotorically "Is
itthe country or the family that
comes first?"

"Earlier, how soldiers were
treated...you know better
thanIdo ~ from Bofors to heli-
copter, allinvestigations end
at the same family. This says
alot...Now, these people are
working with all their might
to make sure the Rafale deal
falls through...But the coun-
try will soon have its first
Rafale notwithstanding their
conspiracies," the PM said
amid 'BharatMataKi]Jai' slo-
ganeering at the rally.

Modi charged the previous
governments with "criminal
negligence" in matters of
urgentrequirements of forces
such as meeting their long-

standing demand for 1,46,000
bulletproofjackets.

He said, "Soldiers were
facing the enemies without
thesejackets... Between 2009
to2014... these demands were
never met. In the last five
years, we have purchased
more than 2,30,000 bullet
proofjackets."

PM Modi also flayed the
previous governments for
the delayin buildingan NWM,
saying perhaps they saw no
political dividends out of it.

Addressing the gathering
of ex-servicemen, defence
minister Nirmala Sithara-
man said the inauguration of
the NWM is a “landmark
event” and that the countynow
has “one more pilgrimage
place” where citizens can
come to pay homage to its
brave soldiers. She also reprt-
edly said there was “always an
inexorable requirement to
have our own war memori-
al” to pay tribute to soldiers
who have laid down their
lives since Independence.

Later, the PM inaugurat-
ed the NWM built in memo-
ry of the country's fallen sol-
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diers after Independence.

Spread over an area of
about40 acres adjoining the
India Gate complex in the
heart of the national capital,
the NWM reportedly com-
prises of four concentric cir-
cles ~ Amar Chakra, Veerta
Chakra, Tyag Chakra, and
Rakshak Chakra ~ with names
0f25,942 soldiers inscribed in
golden letters on granite
tablets.

It also features a central
obelisk, an eternal flame and
six bronze murals depicting
famous battles fought by the
Indian Army, Air Force and
Navy in a covered gallery
(Veerta Chakra).

The PM dedicated the
memorial, builtata costofRs
176 crore, to the nation by light-
ing the flame positioned at the
bottom of the stone-made
obelisk. Rose petals were
showered by IAF helicopters
and a fly-past in 'Missing
Man' formation also marked
the event.

The NWM honours the
soldiers who laid down their
lives defending the country
during India-China war in
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1962, Indo-Pakwarsin 1947,
1965 and 1971, Indian Peace
Keeping Force Operationsin
Sri Lanka and in the Kargil con-
flict of 1999.

The proposal to setup an
NWM had reportedly been
under consideration since
early 1970s. A Group of Min-
isters (GoM) in August 2012
recommended “C” Hexagon
of India Gate as the appro-
priate location for the memo-
rial. The sanction for the
NWM project was issued on
18 December 2015 and actu-
al work started in February
2018.

The AmarJawan Jyoti was
builtin 1972 underneath the
India Gate arch in memory of
the fallen soldiers of the 1971
war.

The India Gate itselfis awar
memorial built during the
British Raj as the All IndiaWar
Memorial Arch to honour
the soldiers who died in the
First World War (1914-1918)
and the Third Anglo-Afghan
War (1919). The soldiers'
names have been inscribed
on theiconiclandmark's sur-
face.

Abhimanyu said in case of
farmers, thiswill bein addition
to the Pradhan Mantri Samman
Nidhi scheme announced by
the Union governmentrecent-
ly under which eligible farm-
ers will get Rs 6,000 per year.
Theminister said besides farm-
ers, workers in unorganised sec-
tors with anincome below Rs
15,000 per month willalso get
the benefit of a scheme. The
governmenthas earmarked Rs
1,500 crore for these schemes
in the budget.

The state budget has been
peggedatRs 1,32,165.99 crore,
an increase of 14.73 per cent
over outlaybudget estimate of
Rs1,15198.29 croreand 9.79 per
centover therevised estimate

of Rs 1,20,375.40 crore. Pre-
sentingthe Budget, Abhimanyu
said he has aimed to provide
financial and social security
cover to families of farmers,
workers and state government
employees, inject greater
accountability in the man-
agement offinances, and ensure
utilisation of idle funds.

He said the state govern-
ment plans to transform the
agriculture sector complete-
lyby diversifying the focus from
crop husbandry to horticul-
ture crops, animal husbandry
and fisheries in the coming
years and making these sec-
tors holistic, integrated, pro-
gressive and futuristic. He
proposed anincrease of 4.5 per
centin the total outlay for the
agriculture sector.

In order to translate the
vision of the Prime Minister
NarendraModi, to double the
income offarmers, and trans-
form the agriculture sector by
taking the diversificationroute,
Abhimanyu said the outlay
for agriculture and allied ser-
vices has been raised to Rs
3,834.33 crore as compared to
Rs3670.29 crorein2018-19.The
Budgetregistered anincrease
of 14.73 per cent over the pre-
viousyear'sestimates ofRs 1.15
lakh crore.

In order to woo the sugar-
cane growers, the government
has announced Rs 340 per
quintal for sugarcane thisyear,
which the FM said is the high-

estin the country. Claiming that
the government successfully
implemented the Pradhan
Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana,
Abhimanyusaid that Rs406.27
crore premium was collected
